The first-ever European Innovation Summit is a large-scale conference in the premises of the 
European Parliament with 800 participants and 120 speakers.

EU innovation summit calls for a return to science

EUOBSERVER / BRUSSELS ï If one message shone through the myriad of ideas expressed 

on day one of Europe's first ever Innovation Summit, it was a call for a greater numbers of 

students in the field of science.  

The two-day event (13-14 October) being held in the European Parliament is an attempt to 

jumpstart Europe's flagging innovation and will see hundreds of students descend on the 

Brussels-based institution to hob-nob with policymakers.

Addressing the younger audience in a morning session on Tuesday, the parliament's vice-

president, centre-right MEP Alejo Vidal-Quadras, said the crisis had shown that now was the 

time to be studying science again.  

"Forget about derivatives, equities and liquidity traps," said the former radiation scientist. 

"Instead of running after money, try to derive wisdom. The money will come to you." 

Another speaker, Matthias Bichsel of Royal Dutch Shell, said Europe was currently facing a 

dangerous talent shortage and urged EU politicians to act.  

 

Likening the process to an energy pipeline, Mr Bichsel said an inflow of education 

investments were needed now if an outflow of new talent was to emerge in 15 years time.  

"Money is not the bottleneck, we think brainpower is the limiting factor [for European 

innovation]," he said.  

EU lagging  

Europe has struggled to keep up with the US in the innovation stakes, with the steady decline 

in the number of its citizens winning Nobel science prizes over the last century comparing 

poorly to the rise in winners seen in the US.  

While this was only one means to measure innovation said Professor Gerardót Hooft, himself 

a Nobel prize winner in the field of physics, it was an indication of the different innovation 

climates in the two regions. 

However the Dutchman - who describes himself as "more a scientist than a European" - says 

Europe does have a number of top-quality projects currently underway.  

Included in the list is the CERN nuclear research station based in Switzerland, currently in the 

news following the arrest of one of its scientists on suspicion of links with the terrorist 

organisation al-Qaida.  

CERN is the home of the Large Hadron Collider, a 27-km circular tunnel buried 100 meters 

under the ground in the vicinity of Geneva airport, in which particle collision experiments will 

be conducted.  

A pact signed by EU leaders 10 years ago in the Portuguese capital of Lisbon was partially 

intended to produce a greater number of such projects and help transform the region into: "the 

most dynamic and competitive knowledge-based economy in the world." 

But with the strategy due to expire next year, MEPs bemoaned the lost opportunity and urged 

EU governments to get moving.  
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"The Lisbon Strategy was written on paper and unfortunately, a lot of its goals will remain in 

the document and not in the real world," said Mr Vidal-Quadras.  

EU action  

Funding for EU innovation projects is currently available under the bloc's Seventh Framework 

Programme for research and technological development (2007-13) which has a budget of ú51 

billion. 

As well as this, the EU's Competitiveness and Innovation Framework Programme (2007-13) 

with a budget of ú3.6 billion aims to encourage the competitiveness of European enterprises. 

 

While MEPs discussed these and other EU measures, Swedish masters student Olof Karlsson 

spent the morning outside the parliament's canteen beside the Aurora car he helped to design.  

With a body built out of hemp fiber stuck together with soya bean glue, and a hybrid engine 

powered by an electric battery and a small combustion engine, the car's greater efficiency and 

environmental credentials could make it a prototype of things to come.  

"I'd like to design advanced machinery," said Mr Karlsson when asked about his future 

ambitions, a message likely to resonate well with many in the building.

Highlights of the 

Summit include an exhibition with 33 exhibitors, conference sessions, networking events, a 

special welcome reception for new and returning MEPs with the Commission President José 

Manuel Barroso, and a plenary session on ñEuropeôs Future Nobel Prize Winnersò with the 

President of the European Parliament, Jerzy Buzek. 

The first-ever European Innovation Summit is a large-scale conference in the premises of the 

European Parliament with 800 participants and 120 speakers. The participants include around

The topics will be introduced by expert panellists and lively exchanges with the audience will 

be encouraged. 

European Commission President José Manuel Barroso said: 

ñInnovation will be the key to Europeôs recovery and to building a more sustainable economy 

and society after the crisis. Innovation is not just about product development: it is about how 

our society changes and improves. Innovation is about the way we do business, the way we 

work, the options we choose as consumers and citizens.ò 

The President of the European Parliament, Jerzy Buzek, said: ò Europe has a great tradition of 

outstanding scientists and intensive dedication to research and development, however 

excellence is lost somewhere between the laboratory and the market. Since the Lisbon 

Agenda entered our vocabulary some ten years ago, Europe has aimed at becoming the 

leading knowledge-based economy in the world. The good news is, we succeeded; the bad 

news, itôs not enough. What we need is to learn not only to produce knowledge, but also how 

to transform it into innovations representing real added-value to our society and economy. In 

this sense, we are back to school and the European Innovation Summit is the first lesson of 

the newly opened school year. ñ

Innovation, die Umsetzung. Es mangelt auch an Geschwindigkeit" in diesem Bereich. 

Hans van der Loo, Chef von Shell-Brüssel, gab zu bedenken, dass sich in den nächsten 40 

Jahren die Nachfrage nach Nahrung und Produktionsmitteln verdoppeln werde. Deswegen sei 

eine Innovation für nachhaltiges Wirtschaften von Bedeutung. Am Anfang der "Pipeline muss 

man aber etwas hinein stecken, gute Schul- und Universitätsausbildung", damit am Ende auch 

etwas entsprechend gutes herauskommt. Außerdem müssten innovative Projekte gefördert 

werden.

Innovation summit at the European Parliament and World Standards Day at the 

European Commission 

"Standardization can help innovation", said Manuel Barroso, President of the European 

Commission, at the European Parliament's first European Innovation Summit held in Brussels 

on the 13th and 14th of October. However, Mr. Barroso pointed out that with product cycles 

growing ever shorter, traditional standardization is often too slow. Europe is behind other 

regions in the market uptake of innovative products and ideas. He mentioned smart grids and 

green technologies as being areas in which Europe should take the lead, in the spirit of the 

Lisbon Agenda. The aim of the summit was to bring new and returning members of the 

European Parliament together with representatives of the innovation value chain at the 

beginning of the new legislative period.  

 

Silvia-Adriana Ticãu, Member of the European Parliament (MEP) and Vice Chairwoman of 

the Committee on Transport and Tourism, spoke on one of the Summit's panels, saying that 

"standards are valuable tools for innovation and growth and play an important role in defining 

guidelines for companies".  

 

While the lack of a harmonized European patent system was heavily criticized during one of 

the panel discussions, Ernst-Peter Ziethen, Vice-President Technical of the European 

standards organization CEN, was able to point out that European standardization is already 20 

years ahead with its system of withdrawing conflicting national standards which has helped 

create a body of harmonized European Standards. Ziethen emphasized the great significance 

standards have for knowledge and technology transfer, the acceptance of innovations among 

consumers and those involved in public procurement, and especially for access to global 

markets.  

 

World Standards Day at the European Commission  

 

On 14 October, the European Commission celebrated World Standards Day with its 

conference "European standardization for the next decade".  

 

Parliament Member and Chairman of the Committee on the Internal Market and Consumer

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Protection, Malcolm Harbour,  spoke in favour of private sector standardization. "In Europe 

we are very good at turning money into ideas but we are relatively bad at turning ideas into 

money. Standardization can be an enabler in this process", Harbour said. Standards could also 

push forward the innovation process. His committee plans to focus on standardization and the 

broad participation of all interest groups. It will also look very closely at the Commission's 

recommendations regarding the future of European standardization before coming to an 

opinion on them.  

 

According to Pedro Ortún of the Directorate General Enterprise and Industry, these 

recommendations will be presented next Spring and will serve as a basis for updating 

Directive 98/34/EC of the European Parliament and Council (on standardization), Council 

Decision 87/95/ECC (on ITC standardization) and Decision 1673/2006/EC of the European 

Parliament and Council (on the financing of standardization). The recommendations will 

reflect the results of work carried out by the DG's expert panel "EXPRESS", which will 

continue to meet in December and next January.  

 

During a panel discussion Dr. Burkhard Raith,  Senior Manager Standardization and Patent 

Coordination of ThyssenKrupp AG, emphasized that although industry does expect some 

improvements as a result of the Commission's recommendations, it does not desire drastic 

changes. Raith said that the national delegation principle, a well-functioning example of the 

subsidiarity principle, is essential and must be maintained in its current form. Because 

supranational groups will never be able to adequately represent the stakeholders' interests, the 

national delegation principle is the right approach.

If one message shone clearly through the myriad of ideas floated at Europe's first 

Innovation Summit - it was a call for a new approach to innovation in Europe. This 

event on 13 and 14 October took place in the European Parliament and brought 

together more than 600 stakeholders from the innovation area, including representatives 

of the European Institutions. 

 

The Innovation Summit was organised by the platform óKnowledge4Innovation/Lisbon 

Forum' within the framework of the European Year of Creativity and Innovation, 2009. Its 

main objective was to bring innovation to the forefront of the concerns of the recently elected 

parliament by discussing priorities and developing recommendations for a new European 

innovation agenda. 

  

  Panel session  

At the summit, the President of the European Commission, José Manuel Durão Barroso 

announced a new EU Reform Agenda to be presented, in spring next year. He said that ñIn the 

next five years, I want a greater focus on industry-driven, applied R&D. We need this 

because, while Europe is very good at producing ideas, we are not good enough at bringing 

them to market.ò He believed that innovation was about research and development and also 

about changes to workplace organisation and new processes and business models. ñWe also 

need to re-think education,ò he added, ñas there must be less focus on knowledge, and more 

on the ósoftô skills ï creativity, organising work independently and working in teams. People 

need to learn to learn!ò

Mr Jean-Noël Durvy, Director for Innovation Policy at DG Enterprise and Industry of the 

European Commission underlined the importance of being innovative, as this was the best 

way to remain competitive. ñInnovation is critical for the future of Europe. If we want to keep 

the quality of life of European citizens we need to be innovative. Innovation can help to face 

the major societal challenges in the coming years. Innovation is also a key to drive economic 

laws to invent a new economic model that is more sustainable and more socialò he said. He 

also pointed out that the current legal framework for the protection of intellectual property 

could be improved and he asked companies to invest more in research and development. 

  

Niko Geerts, from the Economy, Science and Innovation Department of the Flemish 

Government, commented on the role of regions in the innovation system and the 

competitiveness of Europe. He highlighted the fact that ñRegions are responsible for 

implementing policies adapted in response to the major challenges of our time like ageing 

issues, energy problems, environmental aspects and economic competitiveness. Regions 

should be more involved in defining policies at different levels from planning and elaboration 

to the implementation and evaluation phases.ò Thus, regions should have a more predominant 

role in the future Lisbon strategy, after 2010.

The innovation summit also featured networking events and an exhibition. Amongst the 33 

exhibitors, the Europe INNOVA booth promoted the initiativeôs newest developments and 

activities and took the opportunity to introduce the second phase of the project to the MEPs 

and other participants.
